DRESS CODE:

· No short skirts or shorts (while standing straight with hands at side, shorts must be the length of ones longest finger)

· No two piece swim suits (must cove up to and from pool)
· No tank tops less then 2 inch shoulder strips

· No cleavage or line of separation showing

· No shirts that show mid drift
· No clothing that advertises tobacco, alcohol, or secular bands

· No flashy jewelry
SECURETY POLICY:
· Always walk and travel in groups, never alone

· Do not leave your personal belongings unattended in the field
· Do not carry large amounts of money  
· Drinking plenty of water or juice is required due to dehydration (Panama water in the city is safe to drink)
· Do not give out your address, phone number or e-mail without prayerful consideration
· Do not wear expensive jewelry and watches as they may attract unwanted attention.
